ITEMS FOR ALL CANDIDATES: 

Blue Jeans (loose fit – no holes) 5 pairs (4 in seabag, 1 worn) 

Belt (black or brown) 1 each (worn) 

Crewneck, short sleeve white T-Shirt 4 each (3 in seabag, 1 worn) 

Underwear 10 pairs (9 in seabag, 1 worn) 

Socks, heavy thickness 10 pairs (9 in seabag, 1 worn) 

Socks, nylon (worn as first layer with boots and socks) 3 pairs 

Boots, hiking grade 1 pair (worn) 

Running Shoes 1 pair 

Shower Shoes/Flip Flops 1 pair 

Hooded Sweatshirt 1 each 

Sweatpants 1 each 

Handkerchiefs 4 each 

Bath Towels 3 each 

Soap with plastic carrier 1 each 

Shampoo & Deodorant 1 each 

Sunscreen or Sunblock 1 each 

Shaving gear (if needed) 1 each 

Toothbrush and Toothpaste 1 each

Mole Skin (for blisters) 2 packs

IMPORTANT INFORMATION 

 Contact lenses are not recommended for use during camp.  If you wear glasses, you 

must wear an eyeglasses strap. 

 Do not bring “new” shoes to camp. Boots must fit properly, cover the ankles and should 

be well broken in before camp to avoid blisters. 

 The arrival uniform is blue jeans and a plain white t-shirt. 

 You will receive your Devil Pup t-shirt, cover, and scarf upon arrival at camp. 

 Do not bring cell phones (any type), computers, computer games, digital toys, any sort 

of watches, televisions, radios, iPods, cameras, video cameras, or other gear requiring 

batteries or electricity, weapons, drugs, cigarettes, vapes, alcohol, or anything illegal to 

camp. These items will be confiscated, and you will be sent home.
